Classroom Procedures

Entering Classroom/Beginning Class

1. Walk quietly to your ASSIGNED seat!  (If you are not in your seat when the bell rings, you will be counted tardy.)
2. Sharpen pencils before tardy bell rings.

3. Turn in homework in designated tray as SOON as you enter. (Homework is for home, not five minutes before class starts!)
4. Work quietly on any other assignment on board.  

5. Remain quiet and pay attention to further instruction. 

When you’re Tardy/Absent

1.     Get tardy excuse (from office) in the mornings before 1st block begins.  If absent, allot time that morning to take parent/doctor note to office before 1st bell rings. 
2. If tardy, come in quietly and put excuse on teacher’s desk.
3. If tardy 2-5th blocks, you’ll have to go to the office and get a tardy note to be admitted into class. 
4. It is your responsibility to ask for make up work!  If you have any questions about the assignment you missed, ask a classmate or the teacher.  

5. Excessive tardiness will be handled according to school policy. 

Making Up Missed Assignments/Tests
1. You will have 5 days to bring any missed assignment in to me. 

2. You will only have ONE WEEK to make up a test. 

3. The student and I will decide what works best for the teacher for make-up tests. 
Sharpening Pencils

1. Sharpen pencil before tardy bell.
2. Do not get up to sharpen pencil if I am teaching and pencil is not needed at that time. 

When You Need Paper/Pencil

1. Bring materials to class, including books!
2. If you run out of paper or lose your pencil, see the teacher.  Students may be asked collateral for pencils.  

3. DO NOT sit there without paper and pencil and do nothing. 

When you Finish Your Work Early

1. Read a book/magazine.

2. Work on another assignment.

3. Draw.
Sleeping in Class

1. If you are sick, and feel the need to have your head down, then please go and check out. 

2. If you are simply lying your head down, you will be asked to stand beside your desk until otherwise instructed.  

Keep Desks/Floor Orderly

1. Keep extra books neatly in or under your desk.

2. DO NOT write/draw on desks!

3. DO NOT move desks without permission.
Food in the Classroom
No food or drink are allowed unless it is grab and go breakfast or break.


Throwing Trash Away

1. Do not get up and throw trash away unless teacher grants permission. 

2. If permission is granted, carry trash ALL THE WAY to the trash can.

3. Do not use trashcan as an excuse to get up and socialize. 

Bathroom Procedures

I expect students to go to the bathroom between classes. You have 5 minutes between classes.
Leaving the Classroom

1. No one is to leave the classroom under any circumstances unless it is an emergency. 
2. When leaving the classroom, take a hall pass.
3. Forgetting a book or needing to talk to another teacher is not considered an emergency.  This is a school policy.

Student Behavior

1. Do NOT expect me to respect you if you disrespect me.

2. Do not massage, grope, sit on, or have any other inappropriate bodily contact with other students.

3. Watch your language and actions! Do not say or do anything in this classroom that you would not say/do in front of your preacher!

4. Adhere to student dress code policies! 
5. Bullying must be reported to me, so that we can do something to stop it! 

Cell Phones:

I have provided a “phone home” to place your phone in and charge it while we are in class. There will be times I ask you to use it for educational purposes. Other than those times, please place your phone it its home when you come in.
Class Temperature

1. I control the thermostat (for the most part).  DO NOT TOUCH IT!

2. There will be no class discussion about who is comfortable and who is not. 

End of Class

1. Keep materials out until the teacher says otherwise!

2. Make sure floor is clean around your desk. 

3. Do not gather/line up at the door!

4. Remain still and seated until the bell rings.
