         Your overall grade is determined by two 9-week averages and a final exam.

         The 1st 9-week average makes up 40% of your grade.

         The 2nd 9-week average makes up 40% of your grade.

         The average of the mid-term and the final exam makes up 20% of your grade.

         Your 9 week average is calculated in the following way:

· Tests and major projects count three (3) times.  

· Quizzes count two (2) times.

· Class work assignments and homework assignments count one (1) time.
